The Structure of Social Capital and Its Impact on Georgian
Society (Results of Quantitative Research)
Abstract
Social capital has become a central analytical concept in
contemporary social sciences due to its explanatory power in
understanding trust, cooperation, and social integration within societies.

This article examines the structure of social capital in Georgian society
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and its implications for social cohesion and long-term development.
Drawing on data from a nationwide quantitative survey conducted in
2025 (N = 1,100), the study analyzes social capital through the analytical
framework of bonding, bridging, and linking social capital.

The findings demonstrate a pronounced asymmetry in the
distribution of social capital types. Bonding social capital is strongly
developed, as evidenced by high levels of trust toward family members,
neighbors, and close personal networks. In contrast, bridging social
capital remains weak, reflected in limited generalized trust and
heightened social distance toward ethnic and religious out-groups.
Linking social capital is also fragile, with institutional trust concentrated
primarily in traditional and security-related institutions, while political
parties, media, and representative institutions exhibit notably low levels
of public confidence.

The results suggest that Georgian society is situated at the
intersection of traditional and modern social orders. While strong
bonding social capital provides social security and resilience at the micro
level, weak bridging and linking social capital constrain broader social
cooperation, institutional legitimacy, and inclusive development. The
article argues that this imbalance limits collective action across social
boundaries and poses challenges for democratic consolidation and social
equality. Strengthening bridging and linking social capital emerges as a
key prerequisite for fostering inclusive, trust-based, and sustainable social
development in Georgia.
